Thank you for your interest in the Elaine Joines Memorial Garden Grants Program of the Hardy Plant Society of Oregon. The HPSO works to promote education and understanding of herbaceous perennial plants, and, as stated in its Mission Statement, is dedicated to helping "special gardens of botanical, horticultural, or historic interest," including the support of school and community gardens.

The HPSO Garden Grants program strives to achieve these goals by awarding funds to non-profit groups in Oregon and Clark County, Washington. The HPSO Grants Program is named in honor of the late Elaine Joines, designer and curator of the Martha Springer Botanic Garden at Willamette University and dedicated member of the HPSO grants committee.

Requests may include funding for, but are not restricted to, plants and non-living materials such as 

horticultural equipment or supplies for gardening or greenhouse use, books about botany or horticulture, or other reference materials, such as slides or computer software. The committee may also contribute funding to an education internship on a limited basis.

A total of $10,000 is available for grants in the Elaine Joines Grants Program for the calendar year 2001. The grants are normally in the range of $200 to $1500. However, the grants committee will review requests for greater amounts. We strongly encourage our applicants to seek funding or in-kind donations from a variety of sources, such as local businesses, local garden clubs, community foundations, etc.

The Hardy Plant Society of Oregon Garden Grants Program accepts applications from public and private schools (grades K - 12) interested in developing garden, environmental, or plant-oriented education projects. The aim of the HPSO Garden Grants Program is to encourage schools to develop a better understanding of plants through a variety of creative, student-centered activities.

Teachers, principals or other school leaders, working in collaboration with some combination of other teachers, parents and community members, may apply for these grants. Grants usually range from $200 - $1500; however, the grants committee will consider applications for larger amounts. Grant applicants may be chosen to receive full or partial funding of a project. 

We strongly encourage our applicants to seek funding or in-kind donations from a variety of sources, such as local businesses, local garden clubs, community foundations, etc.

The following considerations are good indicators of a successful school garden project:

· Consistent, long-term involvement of teachers, students and parents.

· An infrastructure within the school that supports the project, e.g. regularly-scheduled times for work related to the project; an active garden club; a teacher-parent advisory committee; an agreement with parents, teachers, and school maintenance staff to help maintain the garden, etc.

· An age-appropriate school curriculum that will support, supplement and/or complement the garden project.

· Evidence that the project is student-centered: designed and executed to engage the interest, needs, and goals of the students involved.

· Evidence that student/teacher/parent activities will be guided by knowledgeable gardeners and/or garden educators.

The program will not fund grant requests that are:

· for individuals

· for projects with religious purposes (for example, to groups requiring participation in religious activities for receiving the benefits of items requested)

· for salaries, scholarships, or travel

· to reimburse funds already expended

· outside the state of Oregon or Clark County, Washington

Please note: The HPSO grants committee recognizes the popular appeal of butterfly-centered school gardens, but it will no longer consider such projects for funding. The activity of these gardens focuses on the summer, when students are not present. In general, summer-based garden projects tend to be inappropriate models for schools, unless the school operates fully year-round.

DEADLINE FOR APPLICATIONS: FRIDAY, FEBRUARY 16, 2001.

Funding will be available in mid-April, 2001. Grant recipients will be expected to send a detailed grant report within a year of receiving funding.

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How to apply:

1. Please read all instructions carefully. All applications must be typewritten. You may duplicate the application form using your own word processing program, but please do not reformat the application, or add additional pages.

2. Complete all parts of pages 1 and 2 of the application.

3. All applications must include a letter of support on official letterhead from your school's principal administrator or director. The letters must be signed.

3. Applicants should send 10 (ten) copies of the application (including attachments) to the HPSO office no later than 5:00 pm on Friday, February 16, 2001. The address is 1930 NW Lovejoy, Portland, OR 97209. The HPSO will only review applications received by this date. Faxed or electronically-transmitted material cannot be accepted.

4. We encourage schools to include up to 3 (THREE) PAGES ONLY of attachments: color photos, with captions, of proposed or existing garden sites; garden plans; and any other written materials concerning the project. All attachments must fit within a standard page format (8 1/2 x 11") -- NO LOOSE PHOTOS, PLEASE. Attachments must accompany each copy of the application and cannot be returned.

5. Notification letters will be sent in early April, 2001. Please do not telephone the HPSO office for information on awards.
